Recommendation:
Authorize a new Capital Improvement Program project, “Remodel of the Lancaster University Center-Lab/Classrooms”, as CIP project number 12BS009 and transfer $150,000 for design and construction from 101-12SD002924, Storm Drain Repairs, to Drainage System.
Fiscal Impact:
Capital Project 101-12SD002, Storm Repair of Drainage System, has General Funds available 

in the amount of $150,000.  $150,000 for design and construction; with transfer, sufficient 

funds are available in Capital Budget Account No. 101-12BS009.
Background:
In a meeting with representatives of the City of Lancaster and Fresno State University, a request was made by the University for additional laboratory/classroom space a the Lancaster University Center (LUC).  The space is needed to provide adequate accommodations for current and future electrical and other engineering students for the next semester.  Remodeling of existing rooms in the main LUC building was determined to be a workable solution for all parties and would meet the current and foreseeable needs of the University.  The University agreed that it could use other existing classrooms at the LUC until the remodeled lab/classroom is constructed.  Since this proposed project is not in the current 6 year CIP, it is being requested that it be added and funding appropriated so the project can move forward in a timely manner.
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
