The City Attorney explained the difference between an appeal from a Planning Commission decision vs. an appeal of a non-planning issue.  He explained that the appeal of a non-planning appeal may include award of projects; non-land use matters.

Staff further explained the process for street sweeping tickets; processing of tickets; payments; review of contract with Waste Management; number of appeals that have come before Council; parking violations; hardship criteria; impact on general fund; recreational swim fees; importance of a balanced budget. 

Addressing the Council on this matter:

Ray Chavira – clarification that Council has the right to appeal a Planning Commission decision if a citizen has a hardship concern.

The City Attorney stated that Council does have that option at no charge.

Karen Wilson – Trash Hauling services are not good; fees should not be increased.

Additional law enforcement is present; citizens have requested a permanent law enforcement presence; cost-sharing agreements; discussions with three business owners is proceeding and negotiations are continuing with one of the business owners.  An agreement will be brought to Council once there is a consensus from all three property owners.

The City Clerk provided the public with the procedure to address the City Council regarding non-agendized items.

	Addressing the Council at this time:
James Jones – New Beginning “Dream Again” Program – services for the developmentally disabled; individual living services to mentally disabled; helping individuals to return to work; learning life skills; housing for young males in the age of 18-35; helping these individuals to get their lives together by going back to school and learning a trade.

Ralph Felix – appreciates the new website, easy to surf the site; appreciates the improvements to the Outlook magazine; would like all of Council to have their individual e-mail addresses on the website.  He has e-mailed Council several times but he only hears from the City Manager, Assistant City Manager and George Runner’s office.

The City Manager stated that when he responds to a citizen’s e-mail it is after discussion with Council, feedback from Council and he cc’s all of the Council in his responses.

William Weber – represents 4,752 volunteers of the City of New York that help with patrol of the city.  Lancaster needs the same program – volunteers to drive around all areas, report crimes at no cost to law enforcement or the City.

Marina Akrabian – representing Tender Heart Mommy, Inc. – a recovery home for pregnant women and their children in crisis; assisting with shelter; counseling; career planning.
