	Addressing the Council at this time:

Deb Stuart – Opposed to the proposed Wal-Mart and Target that are planned for 60th Street West and Avenue L.

Mayor Hearns requested an update on these projects.

The City Manager stated that Council directed staff to go out and solicit new proposals from Planning Firms to undertake the two EIR’s as directed.  Staff is awaiting those proposals; staff will evaluate the proposals and bring this back to Council for action.
The Planning Director stated that in July of 2006, Council authorized the filing of the amendments for the proposals for both of the corners in this area.  The City issued an initial RFP for Environmental Impact Reports for that site in September of 2006.  The proposals that came back were rejected as unacceptable by the applicants involved.  At the December, 2006 City Council meeting, Council directed that this matter be referred back for circulation of a revised Request for Proposal, which was issued in January of this year; proposals are due shortly.  Proposals will be evaluated and at a future date, staff will return to Council with proposals for contracts for both EIR’s.

	The Planning Director stated that the action that is under way is the result of a specific allowance of filing of General Plan amendments on those intersections.  When the EIR process begins, the City will issue notices of preparation; notices will go out to property owners within a certain distance as well as those citizens that have requested notification.  The preparation of the Environmental Impact Reports will take approximately one year.

Vice Mayor Sileo inquired as to when the public will have a chance to officially register their concerns in favor or opposed to these two projects.

The Planning Director explained that there will be several opportunities.  One opportunity will be through the environmental process which includes scoping meetings; public review comment period when the EIR’s are released to the public; opportunities to expressed concerns in front of the Planning Commission and the City Council when the General Plan amendment requests are heard for consideration.
Debi Piper – Concerns regarding the proposed Wal-Mart center at 60th St. West and Avenue L; traffic concerns in the area of the high school.

Council Member Jeffra stated that developers do have a right to come in and submit plans for projects; however, this does not mean the projects will be approved.  There are major concerns at that intersection and this project is not a done deal.  The high school takes precedent over any corner and the high school district must be actively involved in the situation.  There are a tremendous amount of concerns that have to be considered including the entire EIR process.  The entire Council has concerns regarding this matter.

Council Member Visokey stated that he shares the sentiments of Council Member Jeffra.  His going-in position is that he does not like the project; project will not be rubber stamped; city is growing but it is important to keep certain parts of this valley as rural as possible to protect the heritage of the Antelope Valley and the high school is the number one priority and concern.

Cynthia McGinnis – Wal-Mart does not need to be the only employer of this valley; there are enough Wal-Marts in the valley already; traffic concerns around the high school; project will be a disaster.
Jim Fields – Has a son at Quartz Hill High School; development will change one of the best schools in the valley; stop super centers; Quartz Hill will be keeping an eye on these projects.

Richard Hecker – Opposed to Wal-Mart in the area of 60th Street West and Avenue L; citizens feel that this is a bad idea; traffic concerns; increase of crime associated with super centers; area is zoned for residential – do no change this.

Kathy MacLaren – Representing United Food and Commercial Workers – Local 770; end of contract is nearing; invited Council to attend a Candlelight vigil on Sunday, March 4, 2007 at several Albertson locations; join the grocery workers in their fight for respect and dignity.

Samantha Alvarez – Thanked Council Member Smith for sending the budget back for revisions to find ten more deputies for Lancaster; safety must remain a priority.

Sherry Marquez – Attended the meeting at Lancaster Baptist regarding the Antelope Valley War on Gangs; looking forward to the progress of this fight; many people signed up for the neighborhood watch programs; thanked Council Member Visokey for bringing forth the Resolution regarding illegal aliens; appreciates all the hard work of the City Council.
