Assistant City Manager, Mark Bozigian stated that the City would like to recognize and thank the businesses and their involvement for a $50,000.00 private investment in this program.  Programs about crime and getting involvement from the citizen’s take publicity and the City appreciates when businesses step up to assist.  
Communications Manager, Anne Aldrich, explained that radio spots and commercials are now being aired, encouraging citizens to become involved.  A $1,000.00 reward program is in place for the arrest and conviction of criminals.  Mr. Thornhill of Clear Channel Radio of Antelope Valley stated that he cares about this city and believes in this program and helped to name the program CSI: Lancaster.  Clear Channel has generously paid for the advertising spots which clearly could not have been done without the help of Mr. Thornhill.




	
	Anne Aldrich further explained that the City also needed to reach the segment of the community that listens to the Spanish radio stations and the alternative rock stations.  Nelson Rasse, of High Desert Broadcasting of Antelope Valley,  was very generous and offered six commercials every day on all six of the stations that he oversees.  The City is very grateful to Clear Channel Radio and High Desert Broadcasting for their involvement.

Captain Carl Deeley stated that this program has been very affective.  The volume of phone calls in regards to this program has increased tremendously and citizens are reporting crimes and becoming more involved.  The key to this program is getting the word out.  One person has received the reward and several other rewards are pending.  The key is, the person must be arrested and convicted before the rewards to be presented.  Many individuals have opted to not take the reward; they just want to make the City of Lancaster a better community.  People from all areas of the City have been involved in this program and are helping out.

Assistant City Manager, Mark Bozigian also recognized, and thanked, Lieutenant Don Downton, Shelli Henson and Anne Aldrich, as they work from the City-side to put this program together as well.
