Subject:
Proto II Walls
We are now accepting Proto II Walls in lieu of our standard PW-10 walls.  The following is a summary of how we will be handling the transition to Proto II in plan check, as well as a few reminders.

UnApproved Grading Plans
For grading plans currently in check and future grading plans, the process for plan check is still the same.  

Like PW-10 walls, if Proto II walls are selected for the project, and they are less than or equal to 6 ft in height and/or retaining less than 4 ft, then they don’t need a separate permit.  But, if the Proto II walls are greater than 6 ft in height and/or retaining 4 ft or more, then a separate permit will have to be obtained from Building & Safety.
Type and color of Proto II walls should still be called out per Planning requirements just as they were before.   
A sheet should be added to the plans illustrating Proto II Wall details similar to the Proto II Fence Wall sheet we received during Proto II training on November 29, 2005.  This sheet must be signed and stamped by a Structural Engineer.

We also need to collect copies of the following items for the file:

Engineering & Calculation Manual, signed and stamped by a Structural Engineer

Retrofit Information, signed and stamped by a Structural Engineer

Approved Grading Plans
For grading plans that have already been approved, the process is still the same as for any other revision.  
The Engineer needs to submit redlined bond copies of the grading plan for plan check with the additional sheet, manual, and information package described above.  The redlines should 1) mark out PW-10 Walls and call out “Proto II Walls” or “Proto II Walls Under Separate Permit” and 2) call out inclusion of Sheet XX to the plan set.  
As noted above, type and color of Proto II walls should still be called out per Planning requirements just as they were before – do not allow them to mark this text out.   

Once the redlines have been plan checked, you may check the Mylars out to the Engineer for revision.
